What could you have done differently?




According to Titus 3:1-2

How should Christians speak and act under earthly authority? Are there any changes you feel led to make in how you
respond to current political events or leaders?

In 1 Peter 3:15

We're told to always be ready to give an answer, but to do so with gentleness and respect. When it comes to tough
conversations, are you more focused on being right or being Christ-like?

Look at Micah 6:8 again.

How can you “walk humbly” in political spaces, whether it's online, in conversation, or in leadership?

Am [ more passionate about winning arguments or winning souls?
Does my political engagement reflect the love, mercy, and humility of Christ?

Have I elevated political opinions above God’s Word?
